Over the past 30 years, the Evesham Education Foundation has proudly invested more than $1 million in

programs that support student growth, wellness, and enrichment. From academic readiness to mental health

resources, our efforts have impacted over 4,000 students and counting.

Each initiative we support reflects our mission: to enhance and enrich the educational experience for every

student in Evesham Township Schools.

Supplemental Counseling

The program provides mental health support
for middle school students through
one-on-one and group counseling,

connecting them and their families to
additional resources as needed, ensuring
immediate access to services on school
grounds.

The Metamorphosis Program

This 4-week summer program for selected
incoming middle school students focuses
on enhancing social development and
communication skills through interactive
weekly themes in art, music, drama, and
other creative activities.

Tier lll Enrichment

The Foundation supports the Tier Ill Gifted
& Talented program through funding for
the summer enrichment camp and
special teacher grants. These initiatives
provide extended learning opportunities
beyond grade-level expectations,
incorporating 21st Century Life and Career
Standards through STEM and
Humanities-focused experiences.

Coordinated Arts Program for
Primary Students (CAPPS)

This 4-week summer program for selected
pre-kindergarten students focuses on
enhancing readiness in social and
academic areas through art, music, and
creative dramatics, targeting literacy,
mathematics, science, motor coordination,
oral language, and social interaction.

Through our Mega
50/50 raffle and generous direct donations, we raised targeted
support to sustain and expand the Tier Il program.

These funds will not only support the summer program but also
launch a new round of classroom grants for gifted instruction.

On June 5, we attended the Tier Ill Expo at Marlton Middle
School—an inspiring showcase of student work, bursting with
creativity and depth. This program is a shining example of what's
possible when a community invests in excellence.
